Old Business / Announcements

USACE Update - Col. Jones, USACE New Orleans District (video: 0:09:05)

Col. Jones provided a brief update to the board on Reducing Risk throughout South Louisiana: Eight FRM systems in active construction;
There undergoing feature design; two active FRM studies; and two resiliency GRR studies underway. He updated that the 2025 MS River
High Water is currently in Phase | flood fight; phase 1 activated on Feb 24, Apr 14, & May 13.; Bonnet Carre’ spillway operation is currently
not forecasted (highest mainstem flows since 2020). Col. Jones all updated on the USACE 2025 Hurricane Season Prep: The 13 PCCP
pumps scheduled for repair this season successfully completed wet testing on May 30; all 17 PCCP pumps are fully restored and postured
for 2025 hurricane season.

Implementation Update — Clay Parker, CPRA (video 00:43:01)
Mr. Parker updated the Board on the latest progress of various projects around the coast. CPRA has 105 active projects with 38 are in
construction, 64 in engineering and design, with 3 more in the planning stage. Of the projects now being constructed 15 are hurricane
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protection projects. Mr. Parker also updated that The Louisiana Trustee Implementation Group and Open Ocean Trustee Implementation
Group have released the Draft Joint Restoration Plan and Environmental Assessment #1 for public review and comment. (Comments due
no later than July 16, 2025). The total estimated cost to implement the preferred restoration alternatives is approximately $360 million. The
TIGs propose allocating $247 million from Deepwater Horizon NRDA settlement funds to restore vital habitats and fisheries around the
Chandeleur Islands: $10 million for the Fisheries Engagement and Restoration Project; $237 million for the implementation of Chandeleur
Islands Habitat Restoration Alternative 5. In closing, Mr. Parker provided a few CPRA highlights: CPRA has been awarded a $60 million
grant from the RESTORE Council to support the construction of the River Reintroduction into Maurepas Swamp Project; The Louisiana
Legislature has unanimously adopted CPRA’s 2026 Annual Plan, advancing a record-breaking $1.98 billion investment in coastal
restoration and protection—the largest single-year investment in the program’s history; With over 1,300 attendees, this was the largest
State of the Coast Conference to date—and CPRA was proud to co-host alongside the Coalition to Restore Coastal Louisiana and the
Water Institute; Congrats to Kenny G on his retirement from CPRA.

State and CPRA Hurricane Preparation Update — Bradley Barth, CPRA and Mark Ward, GOHSEP
o  CPRA Operations Division-Hurricane Preparedness — Brad Barth, CPRA (video: 00:55:14)

Mr. Barth provided an update on CPRA’s Emergency Management. He stated that CPRA is responsible for flood protection infrastructure
and integrated coastal protection projects across the Louisiana Coastal Area. CRPA Pre-Event preparedness entails but not limited to:
Maintaining EOP which outlines CPRA’s pre-and post-storm activities duties; coordinating with the USACE and the local levee districts
within the coastal area; Maintains a list of levee district items; Hurricane Gage Monitoring System; Provides ADCIRC Forecasting to assist
Levee districts w/gate closure decisions. During an Event, CPRA’s role: Provides staff and capability to support the State’s EOC. CPRA
staffs the EOC’s ESF-3 infrastructure desk and coordinates with local, state, and federal entities including parish governments, levee
boards, and other jurisdictions in Louisiana’s Coastal Zone. Mr. Barth closed with the post event role: CPRA performs damage
assessments; coordinates inspections with the appropriate local and federal authorities; where issues are found, make requests to the
USACE for Federal assistance.

(video: 0:1:06:48) Mr. Ward provided the board with a forecast for the upcoming hurricane season (they are expecting a moderately-active
season). He indicated that NOAA has predicted 13-19 storms (with 7 likely being hurricane and 3 to 5 being major hurricanes) with 70%
confidence in their predictions. Mr. Ward stated that in preparation, GOHSEP has several training exercises in the months leading up to
the season where they plan out logistics statewide.
